 2006 FAA Southern Region Flight Instructor of the Year

Tina Oborny, a new member of our Goldcoast 99s Chapter has been named 
2006 Flight Instructor of the Year for the FAA Southern Region
Tina Oborny has won the prestigious FAA 2006 ‘Flight Instructor of the Year’ award for the Southern Region.  She is now an applicant for the National Flight Instructor of the Year award which is presented at Osh Kosh in July.

   Aviation was a career change for Tina. After managing a large Thoroughbred farm in Ocala for several years  she spent 10-12 years riding Thoroughbred race horses for a living as ‘exercise rider’ or ‘exercise jockey’.  

  Her aviation career started about seven years ago.  After attaining her CFII and working at aviation schools she purchased a new TAA aircraft and began teaching independently.  Seeing a need for competent training in the new technology aircraft arriving on the market, Tina started what is now Platinum Aviation Solutions LLC which combines a flight school with aircraft management and helping individuals find and purchase the ‘right’ aircraft for their needs.    She then does ‘continued’ training with them in their own aircraft to ensure they attain the skills to fly these new technology aircraft and maintain proficiency.

   Tina currently has three new Cirrus aircraft and two new Cessna 172’s on line for instruction and rental at KOPF.  She will soon be opening an office at KTMB for Cirrus training.

   Tina states “I have been very fortunate, there have been so many people who have helped me along the way (and still do).  I try to give something back to the aviation community.  I don’t charge other CFIs whenever I fly with them for BFRs, IPCs , aircraft checkouts etc. I mentor  women working on becoming pilots as well as women wanting careers in aviation.  I also give free airplane rides in my Cessna 172 to under-privileged and less fortunate teens.”

    Tina is a FAASTEAM Representative  in the Southern Region FSDO-19.  She gives presentations on Glass Cockpit to FAA Safety Team Seminars and speaks to private organizations on the impact new technology aviation is having on the Aviation community.  Tina attended our Goldcoast February meeting at which she gave her presentation.  

    She will be presented with her award at an FAA dinner at the Sun N Fun Airshow in Lakeland, FL April 19th.

Details:  There was an error in the December 31, 2006 report.  The amount in the six-month certificate of deposit should have read $6,066.56, rather than the $6,177.16 reported.  The corrected total, therefore, for the end of 2006 is $22,473.02.

    Funds have increased $2,075.49 since the corrected report of December 31, 2006.  We have earned $219.49 in interest during the three months.  The remaining $1,856.00 represents profits from the 2006 holiday party (auction and raffle less expenses).

    At the February chapter meeting members voted that all profits from the 2006 holiday party should be transferred from the Goldcoast Chapter treasury to the scholarship fund.  When our next certificate of deposit matures approximately $2,000 will be transferred from the money market account to the CD in order to earn higher interest.

2006 Scholarship:  Beth Powell, member of the Gulf Stream Chapter, was awarded the 2006 Les & Martha Griner Scholarship of $1,500 at our holiday party.  She is in first officer training at Atlantic Southeast Airlines (ASA) in Atlanta.  Beth will be on the CRJ-200.  As soon as she finishes this training Beth will start working toward her CFI certificate, for which she won the Griner scholarship. 

    Beth is our 24th recipient since the scholarship was created in 1982. All active members of the Florida Goldcoast Chapter should be proud of our accomplishment and of the women we have helped to achieve their goals.

2007 Scholarship:  We plan to keep the same criteria and committee for this year’s scholarship, but any suggestions or volunteers are welcome.  The deadline will be October 15, 2007.
